1. The meeting came to order at 7:04 p.m.

2. Motion was made by Nancy Drummond and seconded by David DeBolt to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2009 meeting and the March 21st Clarion meeting. Motion carried with none opposed.

3. Old Business:

a.  Update on Public Outreach – Successful set-up of 4 kiosks and online questionnaire; have received 29 questionnaires to date.  Questionnaire feedback has been very positive.  Christina passed around a summary of the questionnaire feedback, and will post to Central Desktop.  City Hall press conference on 5/1 resulted in stories with Sheridan Media, KOTA Territory, and the Sheridan Press.  Two ads printed in the Sheridan Press last week.  Channel 15 will broadcast NMNA Master Plan information, which includes a slide show from the press conference, Ben Herman’s narration and audio clips of Nancy Drummond’s press conference talking points. 

b. WYDOT Meetings with Property Owners -  Robin reviewed meeting dates for WYDOT and discussed having one or two NMNA representatives present at meetings.  Board Members volunteered to sign up, as follows:

Schedule will be emailed to Board Members and posted on Central Desktop to ask additional Board Members to fill in.  Dave DeBolt said that WYDOT should provide a map of the section and ask for comments from folks that live there re: transportation/driveways, how residents and customers can access the area. We can host if we want to. Melissa and Dave met with WYDOT in the past, and then Melissa met again with them recently. They are easy to work with – and are looking to gather feedback for construction at these meetings. Dave will contact Melissa and will work out additional details if need be with Ronda. NMNA Board Members attending these meetings will move the Best Western kiosk into the Snow Goose Room, and need 2 additional Master Plan copies in binder for the meetings.  
4. New Business:

a. North Main Businesses – Targeted Board Outreach   

Dave and Jim for target outreach to additional businesses - Is there are need? Short of going door-to-door, what else do we need to do?  Businesses are already aware.


b. Billboard Details – Lamar Donation  - The billboard space is available from June 22nd through August 16th. Christina talked about using a watercolor image on the billboard, with the NMNA website and wording like ‘Imagine North Main’. Amber has worked with them previously; she sent them a watercolor rendering.  Dave DeBolt – not trying to sell anything? Are we going to say anything regarding construction? Construction is not happening until 2010.  Christina will send out an email asking the Board to submit tagline and picture feedback by May 29th.  NMNA Logo to be completed by then too. 


c. Business After Hours &/or Ice Cream Social – Ask Janelle if there are openings for Business After Hours.  If we wanted to do a construction kick off/business after hours, we would want the event to be centrally located – Sheridan Inn/1893 and the Sheridan Historical Museum are the top locations.  Robin will contact the Historical Museum about co-sponsorship, and possible dates.  Dave DeBolt and Robin will contact Bella Graphics.  Food and drink sponsorships: Rich will contact Big Horn Beverage and Jamie at Pepsi.   If they do not wish to participate, Dave will talk with Coke.

Nancy Silla will contact Bino’s, Kay and Jim will contact Breckenridge Market.  Other options – Dominos and Kimmari’s.  NMNA could possible pay for part of the food and drink.  Contact Roger Bent and DSA and the Chamber to collaborate. Estimate 75-100 people to attend this event. Possible dates: June 9th, 4th or 2nd, from 5:30 to 7:30pm

Dave will check with Ronda on accessing the building and will plan a meeting in the next couple of weeks.
