1. The meeting came to order at 7:04 p.m.


2. Motion was made by Dave DeBolt and seconded by Deb Hirschman to approve the minutes of the July 23, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried with none opposed.


Public Discussion (7:10pm) Neltje asked to tape-record our conversation.  She requested that NMNA communicate any objections to her proposal at least a week in advance of public meeting.  Neltje asked Board Members to define viewshed and discuss issues with what she is doing.  Dave DeBolt commented that NMNA supported the annexation and the Wrench Ranch development in concept, and asks all plans to be consistent with the Gateway Ordinance.  Jim Tyra echoed same thoughts.  Nancy Silla reported that the Planning Commission requests wording on master plan to be specific and clear in order to avoid confusion with further landowners/developers.  Area of concern with viewshed is Big Horn Mountains.  Barnaby Duncan commented about preserving this view for the future.  Neltje asked that everyone be on the same page regarding the definition of viewshed.  Deb asked why Neltje is questioning the board now, when she has had representation at every other meeting.  Neltje commented that no sign will be higher than building, and that she is very aware of the importance of viewshed toward mountain.   Nancy Silla said that the design criterion has to be in writing on the Wrench Ranch Master Plan.  Butch commented that Neltje saved the North Main area.

3. OLD BUSINESS:  (7:30pm)
a. Chamber Lunch Presentation - Nancy Silla and Kay Rivers are presenting on 9/9 at the Holiday Inn.  An updated Power Point and Talking Points will be sent to them the week prior. 

b. Chamber Foundation & NMNA Bank Account – Robin reported that a Community Benefit Organization Checking Account was set up today.


c. 501c3 Application & By-Law Revisions -  Brian Kuehl reported that the Chamber of Commerce can serve as NMNA’s financial vehicle until NMNA is granted non-profit status.  Brian recommended going for 501c3 status, but noted that this is difficult in our region.  501c6 (business member organization) is not as difficult, but does not satisfy charitable donation status.  Lori VanBuggenum has researched Main Street programs established in Lander and Dubois, and has obtained copies of their documentation to guide the preparation of NMNA’s application.  Economic development is not sufficient in application to attain 501c3.  By-laws will be revised and sent around to board that will modify our intent to satisfy 501c3 requirements.  Deb asked if it would behoove us to investigate 501c6 status to be more appealing to potential future business members. Nancy S. queried resident members as impact on 501c3 v 501c6 status.  Brian said that 501c3 is more appropriate.   Deb, Nancy S motion to become 501c3 carried unanimously.

d. Logo Options - As soon as options are available, they will be circulated by email to all to review.  Hopefully within a week.

Rich B arrived.
e. Membership Outreach – Melissa needed clarification on 501c3 status/membership organization language  included in NMNA’s draft membership letter.  The Clark Group will review the language in the letter prior to mailing. The City of Sheridan GIS is preparing a mailing list from 5th street north to the interchange and Dana St. to the interstate, which consists of about 860 addresses.  Membership letter will be sent out after logo is received, mailing list is finalized and language is reviewed.      

4. New Business: (8:00pm)
a. Committee Updates 
I. Taste of Sheridan (Nancy D., Nancy S. & Melissa Butcher).  Melissa passed around a reconciliation of event.  NMNA did not make any money.  The City backstopped the event, allowing event to break even.  An After-Action meeting for event will be Monday, August 31st at 3:30 at Old Highland Park.
II. Port of Entry Beautification (Dave D., Jim T. & Robert Briggs).  No report
III. Funding & Strategic Planning (Robin D., Deb H. & Nancy D.) No report 
IV. Thorne Rider (Nancy S., Nancy D., Dave D., and Rich B.) Planning commission work session 5:30 on Sept 14th. 

b. Property Owner Beautification Easements – Dow to Fort Rd.  Robin noted that beautification might want to coincide with WYDOT construction. A Property Owner Beautification Outreach committee was formed.  Nancy Silla, Nancy Drummond, Rich Bridger and Kay Rivers volunteered to be on committee.  

c. WYDOT Interchange Comments – Due September 18th.  Robin introduced Barnaby from Wrench Ranch Homeowners Assoc.   Barnaby asked that we strategize together to put up a united front to WYDOT.  He stated that he believes WYDOT is leaning toward Alternative #4.  Brian mentioned that Nic B with City is asking Fehr & Peers to evaluate current location.  Why do we not currently have ‘slow down’ signage or retaining walls to make existing location safer?  Intent of change in intersection cannot be safety only.  RR being a factor needs more discussion because there is currently discussion about moving RR to out of town.  Robin polled board for comments regarding the interchange.  Board is in agreement to keep Interchange as close to North Main as possible. The Clark Group is drafting a NEPA Purpose & Needs Statement Opinion letter to WYDOT and will email for all to review by September 18th.   

5. Executive Session – Board Only (8:20 pm) Dave/Nancy - Motion passed unanimously and invited Robert Briggs and The Clark Group for introduction. 

a. Budget – Brian explained and circulated expense reports and activities performed by The Clark Group.  We need to identify specific projects for request to City for funding.
