North Main Beautification

Voluntary Landowner Landscaping Program

The North Main Neighborhood Association (NMNA) is launching a voluntary landscaping program to help local landowners beautify property fronting on North Main Street.  NMNA has received $20,000 from the City of Sheridan’s Optional 1 Cent funding to assist with this beautification effort and will distribute that funding to eligible property owners on North Main.

Background:  

The Wyoming Department of Transportation has started its reconstruction of North Main Street including new street paving, new curbs, sidewalks, light poles, benches and trees.  As this project proceeds, the North Main Neighborhood Association will be working with private landowners who wish to volunteer to landscape their property along North Main to create a beautiful entryway into Sheridan and to help attract new businesses to the North Main area.  The idea of a voluntary landscaping program was proposed by businesses and residents during the North Main Revitalization Initiative process and during the North Main master planning process.

Eligibility:
To receive funding to help with landscaping on your property you must:

1.
Own property on North Main Street north of 5th Street;

2.
Be willing to landscape portions of your property that are not currently landscaped; and

3.
Commit to maintain such landscaping for a minimum of five years,

We also ask that you consider becoming a member of the North Main Neighborhood Association (individual memberships cost $50; business memberships cost $100).  Donations will be used to support this and other projects designed by businesses and residents along North Main and in the surrounding neighborhoods.

Benefits:

Landowners who are selected for this program will receive the following benefits:

Plants, Landscaping Materials and Labor at 50% of Cost.  The North Main Neighborhood Association will provide 50% of the cost of plants, landscaping materials and labor for projects selected for this program;

Discounted Plants and Landscaping Materials.  In addition to the funding provided by the North Main Neighborhood Association, local businesses including K-Mart, Home Depot, and Landon’s Greenhouse have expressed a willingness to provide discounted landscaping materials for this project;

Discounted Landscape Design and Contracting.  The North Main Neighborhood Association will work with you and with landscape designers to design landscaping that is drought tolerant, visually pleasing year-round, and has a consistent look and feel to other voluntary landscaping projects along North Main.
